Move After Plaints Against States

New Delhi: The road trans-
port ministry has asked states
to register vehicles owned by
people with disabilities under
the ownership category of *Di-
vyangjan” and extend neces-
sary tax benefits, instead of in-
sisting on only new and adapt-
ed vehicles for extending these
benefits tothem.

Persons with disabilities
who own a vehicle and hire a
driver can't be deprived of
getting the vehicle registra-
tion under the “Divyangjan”
category. Thismeansnow it is
the ownership of the vehicle
and not the type of vehicle
that will be the deciding fac-
tor for registration under the
“Divvangjan” category.

The ministry issued the
circular on Friday after re-
ceiving several complaints
citing how the state register-
ing authorities were not re-
cording ownership tvpe as
“Divvangjan” in the registra-
tion certificate of wvehicles
owned by such persons. This
deprives them from availing

GST and road tax benefits,
and exemptions such as pay-
ing toll on highways.

The ministry has said that
state authorities can’t refuse
such anapplication.

It said these conditions in-
clude a person with disability
hiring a driver with a valid li-
cence, Second, a Divyangjan
may not be able to afford a new
viehicle and once he applies for
registration of the vehicle in
his name, it should be regis-
tered under the ownership cat-
egory of “Divyangjan”. The
third condition is of a vehicle
owner becoming physically
disabled and then applying for
change in the ownership cate-
gory. In that case too, the regis-
fration authorities must
change the ownership catego-
ry to “Divyangjan”.

Vehicles owned by people
with 40% disabilitvareeligible
forregistration under the own-
ership category of “Divyang-
jan”. The ministry has asked
the state transport commis-
sioners to direct their regis-
tering authorities to comply
with the norms.
