Mumbai: Siemens Ltd will
sell its low-voltage motors and
geared motors businesses, in-
cluding related customer ser-
vice business, to Siemens Lar-
ge Drives India, an entity whol-
ly owned by Siemens AG, the
BSE-listed company said on
Friday.

The sale will be for a conside-
ration of 22,200 crore with ef-
fect from October1, it said.

“The transaction is subject to
fulfilment of conditions prece-
dents agreed between the par-
ties, including receipt of requ-
isite shareholders, statutory
and regulatory approvals, as
applicable,” the company said
in a press statement, adding
that its board of directors has
decided to consider the distri-
bution of 100% of the sale con-
sideration as a special divi-
dend at the first board meeting
after completion of the propo-

sed transaction.

The valuation was done by
an external independent va-
luer. In addition, the compa-
ny obtained a fairness opi-
nion from a category-I mer-
chant banker. The considera-
tion for the proposed
transaction, recommended
by the audit committee, is ba-
sed on the valuation underta-
ken by the independent valu-
er, the company said.

Sunil Mathur, managing di-
rector, Siemens Ltd, said, “We
will continue to consolidate
our business along high-
growth areas that have syner-
gies with the rest of the busi-
nesses. This will enable the

company tooptimise its portfo-
lio asa strategic lever, creating
value and cash for Siemens.”

For financial year 2022, the
business recorded revenue
from operations of 21,061 crore
and profit from operations of
T132 crore, equivalent to about
12.5% of revenue. This repre-
sents about 7% of the compa-
ny’s revenue from operations
and about 9% of the company’s
profit from operations.

“This transaction is consequ-

Trai Says No Special Drive to
Probe Telcos’ Past Tariff Plans

New Delhi: The Telecom Reg-
ulatory Authority of India
(Trai) has denied a media re-
port that it is undertaking a
drive to probe all past tariff
plans to check for predatory
pricing.

“There is no special drive be-
ing undertaken by Trai to
probe all the past tariff plans
filed by telecom companies ex-
cept those specific plans under
examination,” the regulator
said in a statement Friday.

A recent media report had
suggested that Trai was prob-
ing all the past tariff plans to
check predatory pricing alle-
gations by Vodafone Idea
against Bharti Airtel and Re-
liance Jioin offering unlimited
5G data.

In a clarification, the regula-
tor said any tariff may be sub-
jected to fresh examination as
per statutory mandate of the
Authority on receipt of com-
plaint of non-compliance to

regulatory principles, includ-
ing allegation of predatory na-
ture of tariff by any stakehold-
er including a telecom service
provider (TSP).

“On receipt of specific com-
plaints of alleged predation by
afew TSPs, the matter is under

New Delhi: The Supreme Court on
on Friday upheld the decision of Bri-
hanmumbai Electric Supply and
Transport (BEST) to disqualify Tata
Motors from its tender for supply of
1,400 single-deck electric buses worth
about 22,500 crore.

While dismissing Tata Motors' plea,
a bench of the top court led by Chief
Justice DY Chandrachud also partly
set aside the Bombay High Court
judgment that had directed BEST to
issuea fresh tender for electric buses.

While the high court had upheld Ta-
ta Motors’ disqualification, it had al-
so termed BEST's decision to hold
Hyderabad-based EVEY Trans Pvt
Ltd’s ‘responsive’ bid as “incorrect”.

The top court said that to set at
naught the entire tender process at
the stage when the contract is well
underway would not be in public in-
terest.

blood pressure that we meas-
ure from our arm but pul-
monary hypertension specifi-
cally refers to the high blood
pressure in our lungs. Systemic
hypertension is very common
but PH is seen only in about 15
out of a million people.”

"Lungs are the only organs in
the body where the pressure is
around 25 or 30 mm Hg maxi-
mum . When these pressures
rise beyond a certain limit
because of the lung, heart dis-
eases or any other related ail-
ments, we call it pulmonary
hypertension," he added.

PH is not very common but

at the same time people are
not aware that they could have
this disease, Dr Ashutosh
Madwa pointed out. "If one is
feeling excessively fatigued or
tired, especially females are
more prone to the disease.
Patients who suffer from con-
nective tissue disorders such as
arthritis or SLE might also
develop PH in many cases.
Largely, people who have
uncorrected congenital heart
diseases are also prone to PH.
So, it is a wide variety of causes
that can lead to pulmonary
hypertension and thus, aware-
ness of the same among the

under the first group. Heart dis-
eases, especially the left heart
ailments are considered in the
second group, and the lungs
come under the third. Exces-
sive smoking, extreme asthma,
etc can be the reasons for PH
related to lung disorders. Blood
disorders, clots in the lungs
and some depositional dis-
eases are categorised under
the two other groups,” Dr Arun
revealed.

Defining the age groups that
are more prone to the disease,
Dr Harnish Bhatia shared, "Tra-
ditionally, PH is considered to
be the disease of the young.

have been observed recently.
The data from a US registry had
shown that approximately 17
per cent of the patients, who
were diagnosed with pul-
monary hypertension were
more than 65 years of age.
Also, there is a multinational
European registry which says
that up to 60 per cent of
patients diagnosed with the
disease are more than 65 years
of age. Unfortunately, we do
not have a comprehensive data
study based on India yet, but it
is expected to be in similar
terms with the US and Euro-
pean data."

Stressing upon some of the
factors contributing to pul-
monary hypertension, Dr Nitin
Aggarwal explained, "There are
numerous causes that can lead
to pulmonary hypertension
and they are largely divided
into primary and secondary. LV
dysfunction, cardiac failure etc.
can be secondary causes of PH
and when the lungs or the pul-
monary vessels are affected -
like pulmonary embolism, HIV,
or drug-induced PH, they come
under the primary causes. Also,
idiopathic PH, where the cause
is not determined, is observed
to be more common among
females when compared to
males."

As the causes of the disease

important for patients to be
aware of and note some of the
prominent symptoms of PH.
Shortness of breath, chest pain,
dizziness, are some of the
common symptoms.

On diagnosis of PH, Dr Vikas
Kohli explained, "The gold
standard of confirming the
diagnosis of PH is usually a
procedure called cardiac
catheterization in which a
small wire followed by a mil-
limetre-long tube is used to
measure the heart's pressure.
But this stage of diagnosis
comes only after several initial
assessments are made. Firstly,
a doctor understands the state
of the heart and the lungs with
the help of a stethoscope. Then
he gets an X-ray and an ECG -
which can give the first indica-
tion that it is not the left heart
that is the problem but it also
has affected the right heart
through the lungs now. And
finally, there is a test called
echocardiography, which is the
ultrasound of the heart used to
confirm the diagnosis to a sig-
nificant degree. A sequence of
blood tests can also be sug-
gested."

If left undiagnosed, PH may
affect other organs. Thus, it is
important to be aware.
